Access to the social media used by our association
The Brookmans Park PTA Facebook presence is an open page.  This means it can be accessed by any Facebook user without permission being given by Brookmans Park PTA.  
Brookmans Park PTA does not want to encourage inappropriate use of social media by children; therefore age restrictions have been applied to ensure the page can only be accessed by Facebook users with a profile min age 18.

This page does not currently accept postings from any Facebook user.  The page accepts private messages if members wish to contact us with a comment or suggestion.
How this is used by our association

Brookmans Park PTA uses its Facebook page to supplement, not replace, all other forms of communicating with members of our PTA.  It is used to communicate with PTA members, promote events or elements of events, to recruit volunteers to support the PTA’s activities, thank local supporters and canvass members’ views.  The use of Facebook to communicate is intended to compliment not replace any other methods of communication with PTA members currently used.
The page will be administered by at least 2 Committee members, whose details will be recorded in Committee Meeting minutes at least annually.
Usage that is not permitted

The Facebook group of Brookmans Park PTA does not allow any personal correspondence between members; and is not intended for discussing any aspect of the school other than the PTA and its activities and will not be used to promote any business other than where this is done for the benefit of the PTA and with its permission.  
Inappropriate posts or messages, including any derogatory comment, can and will be removed by the administrator and the PTA retains the right to ban any user who continues to make inappropriate use of the group.
Photographs

The Facebook group of Brookmans Park PTA does not allow members to post or tag photographs. 
Photos taken at PTA events may be used by the PTA committee to highlight activities.  Any photos of children in close up will only be posted with the written permission of their parents.  However, some children may appear in the background of some photos.  Any requests to remove images of your child will be complied with immediately.
